2005 Season Captains Updates

1st XI season to date

With over a third of the season completed the First XI sit proudly on top of Berkshire League Division One, with five wins and a tie out of six matches played, giving a points average of 27.17.

The undoubted success of the season so far has been the effort in the field.  The bowlers have been in sparkling form, bowling three sides out, and keeping the scoring rate under tight control. No side has yet made 200 against us. Whilst the teamwork has been key there have been excellent individual performances with Mohammed Jamil taking 6-16 against Emmbrook and Bearwood, Andy Johnson 'napping' 5-29 against Nettlebed and Waltham St. Lawrence succumbing to Brian Cooper's spin to give him 6-50.

The bowling department of Messrs Lemm, Neill Halliday, Cooper, Jamil and Johnson are clearly the best in the division and are performing as a well
oiled unit

The catching and out fielding has improved greatly, epitomised by the latest match, a 8 wicket win over Waltham St Lawrence. Waltham were dismissed for 153, which included 2 run outs and blinding catches from Tim Sethi and Chris Lemm.

We have been able to bowl first in each game, which has obviously meant that the batsmen have had to chase down totals. We have on occasion made very
heavy weather of this, as evidenced by the 2 wicket win over Goring and the 5 wicket success over Emmbrook. The less said about the tied Warfield match the better.

The notable innings have been largely made by myself, with fifties in three of the matches so far. The standout knock though was made by Tim Sethi against Mortimer West End. T&T were in trouble at 90-5 chasing 157. With fifteen minutes of the cleanest strokes you could wish to see, including classic drives and raging pulls Tim won the game for T&T with 54, leaving the MWE players completely bewildered, and the whole T&T side utterly ecstatic.  

We still need greater consistency from the batting department in order to keep ahead of the game. I feel that if the batsmen continue to perform, coupled with the bowling and fielding maintaining the high standards, promotion is still very much on. Each game is crucial to us staying at the top of the league. The teamwork throughout the side has been exceptional, and the support shown for everyone has been first class. What we have done so far has been excellent, but there is plenty of work still to do to ensure we can play in the premier division next season. This is our aim and we must continue to play well to achieve it.
