Finally, in wishing everyone all success in the new season I return to my comments in last years newsletter and noted "the games are of a longer duration - increased incentive (points) to bat first".  Of course if its damp and you are looking at a green top, that extra incentive is negated and you field, but there is a hugely psychological position here.  In a 50 over game sides batting first (irrespective of division) have the potential to put 220-250 on the board pretty regularly.  But how many of these same sides can chase down 220-250 regularly?

Friendly senior cricket also goes from strength to strength and it was great to see two Sunday sides playing for a large part of the season and great to see so many Youth players coming through into Senior cricket.

Congratulations also to last seasons under 13s on getting as far as the County Semi-finals, a great effort by all who represented the Club at this level.  We continued to field Youth sides at four age groups saw encouraging performances throughout.

Looking ahead to the 2009 season, the economic climate has changed hugely.  Whilst the Cricket Club is financially sound we do need to be mindful of the on-going costs of just simply running the cricket club, as well as making sure we are able to continue the growth and development we all want to see at every level of the Club’s activity.  We need to be realistic and understand that some of our members may be experiencing challenging times due to changes in circumstance brought about by ‘the crunch’ and the Club is keen to help support those people where possible to allow them to continue their association and involvement with Club (please contact me directly). 

It is also ‘Crunch Time’ when it comes to recruiting volunteers.  I can assure you that I am as tiered and fed up with ranting on about this season after season as you are reading and hearing me do so!  However, it isn’t going to go away.  We are very fortunate to have 5 or 6 people willing to put their hands up and get involved and help with almost everything the Club does, but this isn’t nearly enough for a club of our size and ambition.  

We have this season, for the first time, appointed a Volunteer Co-ordinator to help identify, encourage, support and twist the arms of people in and around the Club (be it players, former players, partners, parents & guardians, family members, friends or neighbours).  We desperately need to get regular match officials organised for senior league cricket and ideally some of the Youth cricket in the form of umpires and scorers.  If we don’t get anything sorted this season it is highly likely the TVCL will introduce points penalty deductions which will have a massive effect on our ability to get teams promoted and may even result in relegation battles every season!

We need to get regular help and support with Senior match day teas and also Youth match refreshments.  We cannot expect the same few people to keep on doing teas or for those actually playing to have worry about whether the urn is turned on or plating up the sandwiches when they are out in the middle!

It is not necessary for anyone to put the hand up for a whole seasons umpiring or tea making but if we can get 4 or 5 or 6 volunteers for each, all willing to do maybe 2 or 3 or 4 matches it does make a huge difference.  Please don’t wait for others to do it, come and have a chat and let’s see what you can do to help us and how we can support you.  As always the Club will support all volunteers and arrange and pay for any training if appropriate and will also ensure that those that do help are valued by everyone associated by the cricket Club.   

We will be running a number of social activities and hope to see you there supporting the Club.  These are invaluable ways of raising some finances but above all getting everyone involved in the Club together.  A reminder also that if you are in need of a new playing shirt or cap that the club clothing range is available and details can be found on either of the Club’s websites (www.thealeandtilehurst.co.uk or http://theale.play-cricket.com/home/home.asp ) and that every purchase contributes towards the Club’s development.

So, an exciting and challenging season ahead.  I’d like to wish all those playing a very enjoyable and successful year.  Those not playing I hope to see at matches and Club events (and hopefully volunteering!)

The bowling department was a stunning success in 2008, with everyone who turned their arm over doing great things. Step forward the spin triplets of Messrs Bond, Cooper and Crofts, who took a staggering 59 wickets between them. The seamers were terrific too, and I hope that Neill Halliday, Chris Lemm, Mo Seghir and Sunny Kumar can produce similar results this year. 

Having attended the first few net sessions, there is a pleasing intensity about the practise, and I hope that this is a good sign for the coming season.

The indoor practise sessions for the u11s and u13s started in January and those that have been to senior nets will have hopefully been impressed by the number and quality of players we have in the u15 age group.

Before too long we will be moving on to the outdoor practice sessions with these starting on the following dates:

·    Monday 20th April from 6.30-7.45pm for u15s.  

·    Wednesday 22nd April from 6.15-7.30pm for u11s and u13s.

 

Practice sessions will be at the Recreation Ground, Theale and will continue on the evenings specified until the end of the season.  If you know any young people interested in playing cricket please advise them of the above practice dates or ask them to contact me for further details.

This year we will again be fielding league sides at u11, u13, u15 level with two teams entered at the latter age group.  In addition to the above practice sessions there are already 43 youth fixtures scheduled for the 2009 season and to support all this cricket we need more volunteers to come forward to help; this could be either on an occasional, semi-regular or regular basis and we would encourage club members, parents and guardians, friends and family to get involved. If people are able to help at matches (e.g. umpiring or scoring) or at practice sessions this would add significantly both in terms of quality and quantity to what we are able to offer the junior section as a club.  

Last season approximately one third of the people that represented the club in senior cricket had been or still were playing youth cricket for the club.  This shows the value to the club of the youth section in terms of its continuing development and I anticipate seeing more current youth members making their debuts in senior cricket this season and making their way up the league sides.

Hopefully the 2009 season will be successful both in terms of participation and results for both the senior and junior sections of the club.
